Terms and Conditions for the Insulin Dependent Diabetes Trust’s Monthly Lottery
In order to play the monthly lottery all applicants must be over the age of 16 and resident in the United Kingdom. 
All applicants must agree to the following conditions:

1. You will not buy or enter the lottery on behalf of anybody under the age of 16 years of age.

2. You will provide accurate entry information, including your name, personal address and telephone number and accept that it is your responsibility to keep us informed of any changes as soon as they arise.

3. You accept that the Independent Diabetes Lottery is regulated by the Gambling Commission and that in certain circumstances the Insulin Dependent Diabetes Trust may be unable to provide refunds or replacements once you have purchased your Independent Diabetes Lottery entries.
The Insulin Dependent Diabetes Trust (referred to as the Trust) agrees that:

1. On receipt of your completed entry form we will send you a letter of acknowledgement together with the details of your entry number(s).
2. The cost of each entry(s) is £2.00 and players may purchase more than one entry per month and payments must be made in advance.
3. 60% of the total subscriptions (prize fund) will be paid out in the form of four cash prizes made up 40%, 30%, 20% and 10% of the total prize fund.

9. The Trust has the right to change or update the rules to reflect changes in legislation or at its discretion.
10. The promoter’s decisions made pursuant to the rules shall, once made, be final and binding.
11. Unclaimed prizes will be donated back to the Trust after 6 months.
