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Terms and Conditions for IDDT’s Monthly Lottery
In order to play the monthly lottery all applicants must be over the age of 16 and resident in the United Kingdom. 
All applicants must agree to the following conditions:

1. You will not buy or enter the lottery on behalf of anybody under the age of 16 years of age.

2. You will provide accurate entry information, including your name, personal address and telephone number and accept that it is your responsibility to keep us informed of any changes as soon as they arise.

3. You accept that IDDT’s Lottery is regulated by the Gambling Commission and that in certain circumstances IDDT may be unable to provide refunds or replacements once you have purchased your IDDT Lottery entries.
The InDependent Diabetes Trust (referred to as the Trust) agrees that:

1. On receipt of your completed entry form and your first payment we will send you a letter of acknowledgement together with the details of your entry number(s).
2. The cost of each entry(s) is £2.00 and players may purchase more than one entry per month and payments must be made in advance.
3. 60% of the total subscriptions (prize fund) will be paid out in the form of four cash prizes made up 40%, 30%, 20% and 10% of the total prize fund.

4. Providing the player has paid for that month, their unique number(s) will be entered in the corresponding draw. The draw will be held within the first week of the following month and the winning number will be selected at random.
5. The promoter reserves the right to reallocate or retire any number where payment has not been received on time
6. Prize winners will be notified by post and a cheque for the prize money will be sent with the letter. After the Draw, the winning number and the winner’s name and location (e.g. Mr. Smith from Kent) will be published on the Trust’s website www.iddt.org  and will be published in the next “Newsletter” and “Type 2 and You”. Players have the right to have their details withheld and it is their responsibility to notify the Trust of this wish.

7. The Trust cannot accept responsibility for the loss, theft or delayed receipt of any communication sent by post or any delays in bank payments.
8. The Trust reserves the right not to accept an application and to cancel an existing subscription without giving reason and at its absolute discretion. The promoter may also (without giving any reason or notice) terminate or suspend the IDDT Lottery.
9. The Trust has the right to change or update the rules to reflect changes in legislation or at its discretion.
10. The promoter’s decisions made pursuant to the rules shall, once made, be final and binding.
11. Unclaimed prizes will be donated back to the Trust after 6 months.
12. All profits from the IDDT Lottery will go directly to the Trust to follow its aims and objectives to help people with diabetes.
